ABOUT CHRIST CHURCH

The Parish of Christ the Redeemer (known as Christ Church) is the Episcopal Church in
Pelham, New York. The Episcopal Church is part of the Anglican Communion which is
made up of 85 million people in over 165 countries and is the third largest Christian
denomination in the world. Christ Church was founded in 1843 and is the first house of
worship in Pelham. This building was consecrated on September 15, 1843, the original
church building was expanded in 1910, and the sanctuary was reconstructed in 1968 to allow
for the current, more intimate worship space. Our congregation draws primarily from
Pelham, New Rochelle, Mount Vernon, and the Bronx, and includes people from diverse
denominational and cultural backgrounds.

ABOUT EPIPHANY SEASON/ ORDINARY TIME

This is the Last Sunday after the Epiphany; Lent begins this week on Ash Wednesday. This
period in the Church year is known as the “Epiphany Season” or “Ordinary Time.” The
term “ordinary” refers to how the New Testament passages are generally read in order or in
sequence, as opposed to being arranged by specific theme as in other seasons. During this
season the Gospel passages focus on the beginning of Jesus’ ministry and how he is revealed
to the world as the Christ. In Year A (the first in a three-year cycle: A, B & C) most of the
Gospel passages are from the Gospel according to Matthew. The Old Testament Lesson and
the Psalm are chosen because they relate to the words and message of Jesus. The New
Testament Lesson is independent of these readings and reflects the common life and mission
of the first Christian community. Today’s liturgy is from the red Book of Common Prayer
1979. All hymns are taken from the blue Hymnal 1982 or other authorized hymnals for use
in the Episcopal Church.

Dr. J’s Notes

A German Requiem, to Words of the Holy Scriptures, by Johannes Brahms, is a large-scale
work for chorus, orchestra, and soprano and baritone soloists, composed between 1865 and
1868. It comprises seven movements, which together last 75 minutes, making this work both
Brahms's longest composition and largest-ensemble work. A German Requiem is sacred but
non-liturgical, and unlike a long tradition of the Latin Requiem, A German Requiem, as its
title states, is set in the German language. Today’s performance utilizes the popular English

translation.
