ABOUT CHRIST CHURCH

The Parish of Christ the Redeemer (known as Christ Church) is the Episcopal Church in
Pelham, New York. The Episcopal Church is part of the Anglican Communion which is
made up of 85 million people in over 165 countries and is the third largest Christian
denomination in the world. Christ Church was founded in 1843 and is the first house of
worship in Pelham. This building was consecrated on September 15, 1843, the original
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church building was expanded in 1910, and the sanctuary was reconstructed in 1968 to allow
for the current, more intimate worship space. Our congregation draws primarily from
Pelham, New Rochelle, Mount Vernon, and the Bronx, and includes people from diverse
denominational and cultural backgrounds.

ABOUT THE SEASON AFTER PENTECOST

This period in the Church year is known as “The Season after Pentecost” or “Ordinary
Time.” The term “ordinary” refers to how the New Testament passages are generally read in
order or in sequence, as opposed to being arranged by specific theme as in other seasons.
During this season the Gospel passages focus on Jesus’ ministry, how he is revealed to the
world as the Christ, and what he teaches to his followers. In Year A (the first in a three-year
cycle: A, B & C) most of the Gospel passages are from the Gospel according to Matthew.
When Track 1 is used, the Old Testament Lesson is read in thematic sequence throughout
the summer, in Year A we will read from the Pentateuch (first five books of the Bible). The
New Testament Lesson is independent of these readings and is almost always taken from
one of the Letters in the New Testament that reflects the common life and mission of the
first Christian community.

ABOUT TODAY’S SERVICE

The Holy Eucharist, the principal act of Christian worship on the Lord's Day and other
major Feasts, and Daily Morning and Evening Prayer, as set forth in the Book of Common
Prayer, 1979, are the regular services appointed for public worship in the Episcopal Church.
At Christ Church we celebrate the Holy Eucharist every Sunday, and also on Holy Days and
other occasions. Today’s liturgy is from the red Book of Common Prayer 1979. All hymns are
taken from the blue Hymnal 1982 or other authorized hymnals for use in the Episcopal
Church.

Dr. J’s Notes

Dudley Buck (1839-1909) was one of the most important American organists, composers, and church
musicians of the nineteenth century. Born in Hartford, Connecticut, he studied extensively in Europe
before returning to the United States, where he helped raise the standard of American church music
through his work as an organist, teacher, and composer. Buck served prominent churches in
Brooklyn, Boston, and Chicago and was widely respected for his organ compositions, sacred choral
works, and educational writings. His music combines the craftsmanship of the German Romantic
tradition with a distinctly American spirit, making him a pioneering figure in the development of a
native American classical style. Among Buck's most celebrated organ works is his Concert Variations
on "The Star-Spangled Banner," Op. 23, composed in 1861 at the outbreak of the American Civil War.
Taking the nation's beloved anthem as its theme, Buck transforms the melody through a series of
imaginative and virtuosic variations that range from lyrical and reflective to brilliant and triumphant.
The work showcases both the expressive and technical possibilities of the organ while expressing a
profound sense of patriotism. More than a century and a half after its composition, the piece remains
one of the finest examples of nineteenth-century American organ literature and a fitting musical

tribute to the enduring ideals symbolized by the American flag.
